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Lunch Supervisors: 
Last spring, I wrote in the Rebel Report that we would try to compensate lunch 
supervisors for their time.  We raised the hot lunch price from $2.25 to $2.50 to cover the 
cost.  Unfortunately during the summer the Archdiocese of Detroit also raised the price 
for hot lunch.  Now the price increase will need to cover the cost of lunch rather than 
compensation for our supervisors.  We only need 5-6 supervisors each day from 11-
12:30pm to cover the lunch period.  Please contact Suzanne Zarb zarbo@comcast.net  if 
you can help with lunch supervision.  We still need help on Mondays, 
Wednesdays and Thursdays.  If we do not have enough volunteers for 
those days, the students will not be able to go out for recess.  It is unsafe for 
50-75 students to be outside with only 1 supervisor.   Your time is greatly appreciated.
